The theme of the three-day conference is Navigating the

Maze. It will seek to highlight the need for a national, uniform

approach to cybersafety in schools and student wellbeing across

Australia. It will also help to provide strategies for schools to

put in place, to respond to complex situations.

They will be joined by education leaders, teachers and student
wellbeing coordinators from the primary and secondary
sector.
